What a great week to keep the family fitness activities rolling along.  Halloween is a wonderful opportunity to 
sneak fitness activities into ‘theme-based’ fun.  Older kids love playing “Capture the Pumpkin” (a Halloween 
version of Capture the Flag).  Not only will they have a blast, but the interval (stop/start) movements are great 
ways to burn calories and help your kids stay fit. Try a couple of these favorites for the young ones in your 
house.   

Musical Tombstones – (A remake of ‘musical chairs, but using Halloween music)  

To make the chairs look like tombstones, take a paper grocery bag and decorate with an epitaph. Use a black 
magic marker and make one with each kids’ name. Something like "Here Lies Matt" or "R.I.P. Susan", embellish 
as desired. If the chairs are small, you might need to cut off some of the bottom of the grocery bag before you 
start so they will fit nicely over the chairs. 

Wiggle Worm Race  
Divide the group into teams with the same amount of people on each team. Everyone in each team lines up and 
forms a 'worm' by putting their left hand between their legs. The person behind them grabs that hand with their 
right hand. Then they walk quickly at a given signal to the other end of the playing area and back.  

Let’s keep the Halloween treats going this week.  Here’s some more ‘fun with food’ that’s not only nutritious, but 
tasty too. 

MONSTER MOUTHS 
Ingredients:  Apples, Slivered Almonds 
Quarter and core an apple, cut a wedge from the skin side of each quarter, then press slivered 
almonds in place for teeth.  
Tip: If you're not going to serve them right away, baste the apples with orange juice to keep 
them from browning. 
GHOULY EYEBALLS 
Ingredients: Carrots, Crème Cheese (light), Pitted Black Olives 
Slice whole carrots into 1-inch-thick chunks, top each with a dollop of cream cheese and one half 
of a pitted black olive. 
SPIDER PRETZELS  
Ingredients: Whole Grain Ritz Crackers, 
Thin Pretzels, Raisins, Crème Cheese OR Peanut  
Butter 
 
Use crème cheese or peanut butter on ½ of a Ritz  
Cracker.  Place ‘8’ thin pretzels into the filling (see photo).  
Place second Ritz Cracker atop and place two raisins into the front of the ‘spider’s face’.  Use a 
dollop of crème cheese or peanut butter to make the raisins stick.

2.   Hot Lunch Prices:      Student  - $1.80/day   5 days = $9.00             20 days = $36.00 

Adult -     $2.45/day 
3.   Cash or checks made payable to STM are accepted.  NSF checks will be charged a $25 fee. 
4.   Families with more than one student eating hot lunch are encouraged to send in ONE check (or cash) in
