What You Can Do to Stay Healthy 
There are everyday actions people can take 

to stay healthy. 
• Cover your nose and mouth with a tissue when you cough 

or sneeze. Throw the tissue in the trash after you use it.  
• Wash your hands often with soap and water, especially 

after you cough or sneeze. Alcohol-based hands cleaners 
are also effective.  

• Avoid touching your eyes, nose or mouth. Germs spread 
that way.  

Try to avoid close contact with sick people. 
• Influenza is thought to spread mainly person-to-person 

through coughing or sneezing of infected people.  
• If you get sick, CDC recommends that you stay home

If you are unfit, your heartbeat may be around 96 
beats per minute at rest.  A ‘fit’ heart may only beat around 46 times per minute at rest.  That’s a 
difference of about 50 beats per minute!!!  That means that a ‘fit heart’ could beat 3,000 FEWER times 
per hour (50 beats x 60 minutes) and 72,000 FEWER times a day (3,000 beats/hour x 24 hours in a day)
